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Lions are said to have the power to expel evil and prevent invasion by
evil spirits. A stone statue of a lion is placed on the opposite side of a
guardian dog in front of shrines. In the olden days, lion statues were
also used as ornamental weights for blinds and curtains in the imperial
court,
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
